Answer: The land surrounding Makkah Mukarramah for some distance in all
directions is called the Haram. Markers have been placed to indicate its boundaries.
Nowadays, even Mina is included within the boundaries of the Haram.

Answer: Yes, the requirement for Dam will be waived.
